If	people	already	feel	guilty	and	then	we	add	the	immense	
guilt	associated	with	impurity	in	the	church	it	is	hard	to	understand	how	to	help	those	people	since	we	are	so	black	and	white	about	the	topic	
people	don't	know	how	to	be	open	and	get	help.

The	survey	is	heavily	focused	on	the	sexual	aspect	(which	makes	sense	since	the	EBS	is	on	sexuality)	but	for	the	flirting	question	in	particular,	
as	a	woman	I	find	the	challenge	is	more	of	an	emotional	/	attention	seeking	one	rather	than	a	"sexual"	one.		
With	the	worldviews	on	sexuality	changing	a	lot	in	the	world	around	us	and	the	rise	of	the	"fluid	gender"	concept,	it	will	be	helpful	to	have	a	
solid	biblical	view	on	it.

Until	a	year	ago	I	was	convinced	that	sexual	sin	was	something	disciples	never	fell	into	because	no	one	talks	about	it,	so	once	I	was	faced	with	
this	sin	I	didn't	know	who	to	go	to	or	if	I	could	ever	have	a	relationship	with	God	again.	I	think	it's	great	that	we're	covering	this	topic	so	people	
can	know	that	they're	not	alone	in	this	struggle	and	to	find	a	way	out	of	it.

I	think	it	would	be	good	to	have	a	class	in	every	church	to	share	about	what	has	been	learned	in	the	EBS.
